Intersessions
Intersessions are held quarterly throughout the calendar. These are not days when students are required to attend; 
however, they may be recommended to attend. Academic supports and enrichment opportunities are offered during 
this time.

First Day of School Information
All kindergarten students will attend school during the first week; however, there will be a staggered schedule 
for students. 
Students with with last names starting with A-L will attend July 19-20; students with the last name M-Z will attend July 
21-22. This will allow students to become more familiar with their new surroundings in a smaller classroom setting.
All kindergarten students will report to school daily starting July 23.
July 19 is the first day for all students in grades 1-5.
